With that good news resounding throughout the church and our lives 

– good news that makes all the difference in the world, for all time 

and eternity, I would like to share this thought …  

 

The Lesson of the Two Lakes 
 

I haven’t been to the Holy Land (at least not yet!), but I’ve studied 

the same maps you have (you know, those maps we have in our Bi-

bles).  The Holy Land has two great bodies of water: the Sea of Gali-

lee and the Dead Sea.  They aren’t that far apart, but there is one ma-

jor difference: the Dead Sea is just that – DEAD!  Almost nothing 

lives in it.  The water is literally stagnant.  On the other hand, the Sea 

of Galilee is ALIVE!  The disciples fished in it; life thrives in and 

around its beautiful waters. 
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What is the difference, you might ask?  Simply this: the Dead Sea has no outlets.  Nothing 

flows out of it.  It receives … but it does not give.  The Sea of Galilee, on the other hand, 

has water flowing in, and just as much water flowing out.  The water moves through it, 

bringing life! 
 

WHICH ARE YOU?  Are you the kind of Christian who judges the Church by what you 

“get out of it?”  Sure, the worship might be great and the messages may bless you.  Yes, you 

leave Sunday mornings generally feeling better, but what do you do during the week with 

what you receive from God on Sunday? 
 

God’s church isn’t just a place to get (though certainly we have gotten from God: forgive-

ness, new life, hope, joy, celebration, peace, love, mercy, goodness, His Word, His sacra-

ments of Baptism and the Lord‟s Supper – etc, because the list is endless!!).  God’s church 

isn’t just a place to get – it is a place to prepare us to GIVE!  Resurrection Lutheran 

Church & School is a place to USE the gifts, talents and treasures God has invested in you.  

How about you?  Have you personally shared the Savior Jesus with anyone during this sea-

son of His death and resurrection?  Have you reached out to someone – anyone – in need 

during these hot days of summer (and don’t forget the cold days of winter!)?  Just how spe-

cial is the “Good News” to you?  What difference does it make in your life?  What ser-

vice is the Lord calling you to do?     

 

During the years of 2011 – 2012, we are going to emphasize the great challenge that the res-

urrected Lord gave His church: “to go and make disciples, baptizing and teaching them …”  

Through our hymns, sermons, Bible readings and liturgy, we are going to focus on being the 

congregation and the people that Jesus our Savior has called us to be.  Pastor Ben and I are 

going to stress the three ways we should be growing as Christ-Followers – we, as disciples 

of Jesus are to GROW UP (in the Word and Sacraments) – GROW IN (fellowship: to have 

a concern and care for one another, and to hold each other accountable in our faith-walk 

with the Lord) – and to GROW OUT (to live lives of sharing our Jesus stories, our talents 

and gifts with those in our community, so that they too know who our Savior is).  Come and 

be a part of this spiritual journey!  Invite and bring a friend!  Share the Good News 

that:

The Food Bank-Part of the Feed America Program 

 

Question; True or False: 

More than 50 million Americans don’t have dependable, consistent access to enough food due 

to limited money and resources. 

Unfortunately, the answer is true. 

Recently, I had the opportunity to visit the Food Bank collection center in Hampton. This cen-

ter is one of only 7 food collection centers in Virginia that are a part of the Federal Feed Amer-

ica program. This program assists people of all ages that need help in getting the nutritious 

food that they need. There are other assistance programs in Virginia that help but they are 

not part of the Federal program. 

The center is a collection agency for the churches, organizations, etc. that supply food to those 

who have completed the process to receive assistance. They make up their “grocery list” then 

go to the Food Bank to get what they need for distribution. The Food Bank relies on food and 

dollar donations from people, organizations and grocery stores to accomplish their goals.  For 

every dollar donated the Food Bank can make 4 meals. They give out about 120,000 meals a 

year.  In the past several years the need for assistance has increased 23%.  

There is a real concern for “at risk” people: babies, young children, and the elderly who are 

not receiving the nutritional food they need. There is also the “working poor”. They may not 

have enough money to buy the nutritious food needed for growing children.  

All the Food Bank’s efforts are accomplished with 30 employees and a host of volunteers. Vol-

unteers are everyday people and all are welcomed and needed. Last year 35,000 hours were 

recorded by the volunteers. There are programs going all year to get food to those who are in 

need and children during the school year and summer programs which require a lot of help-

ing hands.  
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The center has the capability of storing large amounts of food. Donations run from canned 

goods to frozen foods, personal items, etc. As food is donated the expiration dates are checked 

to ensure the food is current, and then sorted so all like items are together.  Refrigerated/

frozen foods are only accepted by retail grocery stores.  

What can we donate? Just about everything we need and use, they would need. Canned goods, 

especially canned vegetables, chicken, tuna, hearty vegetable soups with meats. Low sugar/

salt items. Non-edible items are needed on a regular basis. Personal hygiene items, baby prod-

ucts/ food (40% of those receiving assistance are children), baby and adult diapers are espe-

cially needed.  

The Food Bank is very important to help people receive the assistance that they need. If you 

know or might know someone who may qualify for assistance, they can call: United Way First 

Call at 757-594-4636. They will be able to help them to get the assistance they need. 

To share with you how much has been donated by RLC here are the past three month’s figures: 

April 27 lbs., May 49 lbs., and June 126 lbs. We are doing a great job! Let’s continue to increase 

our donations.
