AN IMPORTANT REMINDER
as we begin a NEW YEAR:

Please Help Resurrection Serve You Better

Please help us minister to you better! None of the Peninsula hospitals (Riverside,
Sentara Hampton CarePlex, Mary Immaculate, Williamsburg General), the military
hospitals, or the Southside hospitals contact the church office to let us know that you
have been hospitalized. Actually, this has been in effect for many years, and was brought
about on the basis of patient confidentiality. Hospitals will no longer share admission or
patient information with the clergy (due to federal privacy regulations). Compounding the
problem is that a majority of surgeries are now done on an “outpatient basis.” Often
members are in and out of the hospital before the pastors or Elders even know it! So
that our church staff can provide pastoral care if desired, we would appreciate your taking
the initiative to let the pastors or the church office know about any hespitalization
(pre-scheduled or not) of you or a family member. Also, if hospitalized, the patient must
specifically ask their health care team members (nurses, physicians, chaplains, etc.) to call
the pastor or church. If one of our parish family members is admitted to a out-of-town
hospital, Resurrection will contact a local Lutheran pastor to provide pastoral care to such
patients. If you prefer that not to have visits, we always honor that request! However,
if so notified, the church staff can at least remember you and your needs in private prayers.
Thank you for your assistance in this matter!

Appreciation of Professional Church Workers:

Ways that Congregations Can Support the Health

Contact the church worker if you need to see him or want a visit. They do not know your
concerns unless you tell them. Also, ask them how things are going for them.

Actively pray for them and their families.
Let them know how much they mean to you and your appreciation for their ministry.
Encourage and respect their days off and family time.

Be perceptive of issues their family faces, and show concern as you might to other
Christian families.

Give them an evening or overnight getaway with their spouse and/or family.

Encourage them to take an active role in personal and family health and well-being;
invite them out for a golf outing, a picnic, a lunch or dinner, a tennis game, etc.

Be creative! Get to know your workers and their interests, and surprise them with
something just for them!

Separate worries from concerns. If a situation is a concern, follow God’s guidance of what to
do and let go of anxiety. If you can’t do anything about a situation, give it to God in prayer.
Develop a forgiving attitude (most people are doing the best they can!)

Simplify and unclutter your life.

Delegate tasks to others according to their abilities and availability.

Get up on time so you can start the day unrushed.

Less is more! (Although one is often not enough, two are often too many!)

Spread out big changes and difficult projects over time; don’t lump all the hard things together.
Say “no” to projects that won’t fit into your time schedule, or that will compromise your
mental health.

Live within your budget; don’t misuse credit cards.

Have backups; an extra car key in your wallet, an extra house key buried in the garden, extra
stamps, etc.

K.M.S. (Keep Mouth Shut) — this single piece of advice can prevent an enormous amount of
trouble

Do something for “the kid” in you every day.

Carry a Bible with you to read while waiting in line.

Get enough exercise.

Eat right.

Be kind to unkind people (they probably need it the most)

Remember that the shortest bridge between despair and hope is often a good “Thank you,
Jesus!”

Laugh often.

Go to bed on time.

Take your work seriously, but not yourself at all

Every day take time to be alone.

Remind yourself often that you are not the general manager of the universe

Every night before bed, think of something you’re grateful for and thank God for it!
