
 

Our focus during June is based on Romans 12:12-13: “Be joyful 

in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in prayer.  Share with 

God’s people who are in need.  Practice hospitality.” 
 

This passage of God’s Word helps us understand June’s Monthly 

emphasis of Christian Fellowship – Understanding the Biblical 

concept of Fellowship of Concern, Care, Responsibility and Ac-

countability. 

 

Fellowship…being with others, being challenged by others and 

being encouraged by others is not experienced exclusively by 

Christ-followers.  As we take a minute to observe (not judge) the 

unbelieving world, it will become clear that they have some-

thing in common with us as they reach out for fellowship. 

 

We don’t have to look very hard to see that those who do not 

know Christ still have a deep desire for fellowship.  Whether it’s 

tailgating at a NASCAR event or a football game, making a rou-

tine stop to one’s favorite Sport’s Bar & Grill, being part of a 

community for military veterans, getting involved in a fraternity 

or sorority or simply hanging out at the local Starbucks for one’s 

coffee & social fix…or whatever other way people seek to con-

nect with their neighbors and fellow human beings, people want 

to be with other people.  We all long for fellowship and inter-

action with other people. 
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The Billy Joel song, “Piano Man” really brings to light this longing of every human 

being, “Yes, they’re sharing a drink they call loneliness, but it’s better than drinking 

alone.” While this Billy Joel song is referring to alcohol consumption, don’t miss the 

golden nugget of truth – this creedal statement of belief and resignation that the unbe-

lieving world holds…it’s better to share something, EVEN a harmful habit with 

other people rather than being isolated from other human beings.  

 

While it’s encouraging to see that we share a genuine desire of fellowship with our 

fellow human beings with the unbelieving world; I hope we see what is missing from 

this type of fellowship.  The tragedy of what the world is missing while seeking fel-

lowship…is fellowship with creation AND the Creator!  “(Jesus said) For where two 

or more are gathered in my Name, there am I among them.” – Matthew 18:20 
 

I don’t share that verse because it’s one of my favorite verses in the Bible, I share it 

because it has significant influence on how we are to view our calling in our daily 

lives to be in Fellowship with God and with ALL other people created by God. 

 

We know that we understand something when we are putting it into practice, LIVING 

IT OUT in our DAILY LIFESTYLE.  So how do we live out Fellowship of Concern, 

Care, Responsibility and Accountability? 

 

We can’t hold someone accountable; remind them that God calls them to a Christ-like 

lifestyle for their spiritual, physical & emotional well-being unless they know we are 

looking out for their best through a FRIENDSHIP they share with us.  We can’t 

be responsible friends unless we build relationships with others by showing our 

genuine care for them. 

 

So how can YOU and I show we really do care for others?  How about inviting a 

guest on Sunday to a brunch or lunch after church so you are able to spend more 

than the 30 seconds of the Sharing of the Peace getting to know them?   

 

How about sitting with someone new or standing with someone new during the 

Fellowship Hours between services, prior to and following Bible Study? 

 

How about going over to your neighbor’s house or cubicle to ask them how 

they’re doing for the sole purpose of listening to them and getting to know them 

better?

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Jesus Christ spent His entire earthly ministry putting His arms around people.  They 

were people who were hurting physically, spiritually and socially.  Jesus built rela-

tionships with the outcasts, the social elite and the religious leaders for the same rea-

son…to show His genuine care for them and His desire to have a better relationship 

with all of them.  Since we are Christ-followers, it’s about time we start doing the 

same. 

 

 

Go out and put your arms around someone, BE their friend simply to BE their friend 

and be confident that the Holy Spirit is going to work through you AND through 

them to bring you both closer to your Creator and Savior as you become closer with 

fellow created human beings, in Jesus’ Name, Amen!

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SUMMERTIME 

Altar  Guild  Notes  and  News 
 

 Several special days dot the church calendar in June, beginning with Sunday, 

June 5th, when we will celebrate the Ascension of our Lord at all three Sunday wor-

ship services.  The liturgical color remains white.   

 On June 12th, we will observe and celebrate the Day of Pentecost, the final of the 

“big-three festivals” of the Church – the Outpouring of the Holy Spirit as promised 

by Jesus upon His disciples.  And we are recipients of this through Holy Baptism!  

The liturgical color for the Day of Pentecost is RED, and members of the congrega-

tion are encouraged to wear RED on that day!  That Pentecost Sunday is also 

made special by the Rite of Confirmation at the Early Service, where five young 

saints will profess their faith and take their rightful place as part of the Church.  

 Finally, Sunday, June 19th is Holy Trinity Sunday, as we celebrate and ponder 

how our gracious God has revealed Himself as Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  Again, 

the liturgical color is white.  

 On Sunday, June 26, the “long, green season” of Pentecost begins, and contin-

ues in  July and August (and also in September and October and …!! – It is so named 

because of the extended use of the green paraments).  The Church Calendar enters 

what is commonly called the “Church’s Half-Year,” or the Non-Festival Portion 

of the Church Year.  During this half-year (until the Season of Advent begins in De-

cember), the emphasis and focus of the appointed lessons (readings), the liturgy and 

the sermons is our response to God’s love displayed through His Son, Jesus our 

Savior, through a life of love and service empowered by the Holy Spirit.  May the 

Lord bless our time of worship and growth in our discipleship.

A  DAD’S  MOST  IMPORTANT  MINISTRY 
 

Here are some interesting statistics: 
 

If your parents worshipped regularly with you while you were growing up, chances are 80% 

that you will worship God regularly, too. 

 2. If only your mother worshiped regularly with you, chances are only 30% that you will 

worship the Lord on a regular basis. 

 3. If only your father worshiped regularly with you, chances are still 70% that you will wor-

ship God regularly as an adult. 
 

A MOST IMPORTANT INTERPRETATION OF THE ABOVE  FACTS:  
 

Fathers have a GREAT IMPACT on their children’s faith and values.  That is quite obvious!  

But there may be a more important conclusion: if only Mom is nurturing a child’s faith, 
then it is easy – especially for boys! – to conclude that faith in Jesus is a female 
thing.  And if that’s the case, it is easier for children to dump church attendance (and all things 

Christian, by the way!) when they get older.  If dad stays home on Sunday, the message is very 

clear to both boys and girls: FAITH IS NOT IMPORTANT TO DAD, AND IF IT’S NOT 
IMPOR-TANT TO DAD, it need not be important to the kids! 
 

But isn’t that a sexist interpretation of faith?  What difference does it make if faith is im-portant 

to Mom but not to Dad?  We know that according to the Bible, the ideal is that “in Christ there 

is no male or female.”  But we don’t live in an ideal world; the sexism is that children place 

more value on the Christian Faith if they see it is important to Dad as well as to Mom.
