The back page of the Sermon Outline asks for specific information concerning the sermon that was preached.

Don’t hesitate to use two Sermon Summary Sheets: one for taking notes during the sermon, and the other for a re-write to turn-in.  Please note: If I cannot read it, I return it and it does not count!  


H.
Acolytes may place their Sermon Summary Sheets, a notebook and a pen/pencil on the Acolyte Pew before the worship service begins, and use them during the sermon.
